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General Rules

· Members of Hartshill Riding Club are required to act with civility

· Anyone conducting themselves in a manner that is offensive to the public, argues with the judge or show officials using threatening or abusive language or behaviour will be asked to leave the show ground and refused further entry to any events held by the Riding Club and may be refused future membership

· All Members are reminded that it is a condition of Hartshill Riding Club Insurance cover that anyone riding on the showground (even if not competing) is a member. Therefore, no riding will be allowed unless you are a club member

· All riders riding on the showground do so at their own risk

· All vehicles on the showground are parked at their own risk

· Owners entering horses/ponies do so entirely at their own risk and it is a condition that no liability of any kind shall be attached to the organisers of Hartshill Riding Club

· Hats conforming to the appropriate British Safety Standards and correct footwear must be worn at all times when mounted by ALL riders. Hats must be securely fastened

· There will be a £1 charge per rider per show day towards St Johns Ambulance/First Aid

· No practising is allowed in ANY of the rings before a class starts

· Cantering is prohibited outside of any defined competition/warm up ring

· Galloping is prohibited outside of any defined competition ring

· Riders who are placed in any competition (except dressage) are expected to be correctly dressed and mounted in the relevant ring to receive their rosettes. Failure to do this, unless in another class, will result in the annual points not being allocated to them and being disqualified from the class.

· All competitors are expected to have insurance cover for themselves, their vehicles ,their own horses they are riding and any 3rd party (BHS Gold members offer insurance as part of the membership package)

· For the classes that carry annual points, these are awarded as follows

4 points = 1st place

3 points = 2nd place

2 points = 3rd place

1 point  =  4th place 
· Day members of HRC are not awarded championship points.
· Day membership is charged at £5.00. 
· Any breach of rules may result in the loss of points for the day
· Membership cards & completed entry forms must be presented when making entries. 
· NO BODY JEWELERY to be worn when competing
· Horses/ponies must not be left unattended when tied to horseboxes or trailers
· Dogs must be kept on a lead. Please clear up after your dog if it fouls
· Please do not muck out your horseboxes/trailers onto the showground.

· Please take home your rubbish.
· Objections must be submitted to a committee member in writing, within 30   minutes of the event, with a deposit of £10. If the objection is not sustained, the deposit will be forfeited.
· The organisers/committee reserves the right to cancel or alter the schedule without prior notice and refuse any entry.
· The Committee, in the event of inclement weather, will inspect the ground on the Friday before the show date, in order to make a decision whether the show goes ahead or not. Any decision to cancel or continue will be posted on our website www.hartshillridinqclub.co.uk  or via Facebook . 

Show Jumping Rules
· The judge's decision is final

· Show/hacking jackets must be worn in all jumping events unless specified by the judge

· Spurs and whips will be allowed in the main jumping ring but excessive use may lead to disqualification

· Riders under 14 years may not wear spurs

· The practice jump can only be jumped with the red flag on the RIGHT hand side

· The height of the practice jump must not exceed the height of the fences in the current show jumping class

· All entries for jumping classes are to be made BEFORE the start of the class, with the exception of clear round jumping where entries will close at 10.30am

· Any competitor eliminated in the show jumping may jump a single fence before leaving the arena

· If you are eliminated due to a fall of either rider or horse then you must leave the arena on foot and not remount

· The height of the fences in the main ring will not exceed stated height in the programme for the first 8 fences

· The judge/course builders will have the final say in height due to weather conditions on the day

· Any horse/rider combination winning or being placed 2nd in the 2'6" class or higher, more than twice (if the class has more than 4 competitors), will not be eligible to take part competitively in the 2' class (class 2)

· Any horse/rider combination winning or being placed 2nd in the 2'9" class or higher, more than twice (if the class has more than 4 competitors), will not be eligible to take part competitively in the 2'3" class (class 3)

· Classes 1 and 2 (2' and 2'3") are designed for genuine novice riders and horses/ponies

· Competitors are reminded that entering the mini show jumping excludes them from entering any show jumping class in Ring 1 with the exception of the clear round jumping
· Classes 2, 3, 4 & 5 are not open to BSJA Registered horse/ponies. 
Lead Rein

1. All  lead rein ponies must be 13.2hh or under 

2. Lead rein children must not jump in any of the jumping classes off the lead rein 

3. Lead rein children may ride unaccompanied on the showground AT THE PARENTS OWN DISCRETION. 

4. All riders should be the appropriate weight for their mount. 

5. Members must have entered a class at lest 3 times to be eligible for annual points and the end of year trophy for that class. 

Dressage Rules

· The Judge's decision is final
Please ensure that you are at the collecting ring 10 mins before your allocated time and declare your intention to ride the test to the dressage steward. Failure to present in good time may result in the withdrawal of a competitor without the refund of fees. The show MUST run to time to ensure that we are fair to everyone.
· The Walk Trot test is for genuine beginners only and is not open to entrants of our Novice class unless the entry is non competitive (HC).
· Restricted is a combination of horse & rider not to have been placed 1st three times or more in a class of 3 or more competitors at Hartshill Riding Club.

· Open is a horse or rider that holds any British Dressage or British Eventing points or a combination of horse and rider that has been placed 1st three or more times at Hartshill Riding Club in that class (i.e WT, Prelim, Novice).

· HRC beginner Tests (available to download from HRC website)
These tests are designed for the ABSOLUTE BEGINNER. This can mean absolute beginner as in you, the horse, or the combination. It is totally acceptable for you to ride a beginners test on a “green horse” even if you have previously ridden Preliminary tests at a good standard on a different horse.

RULE: Combination not to have won 3 or more beginners tests or have been placed in a British Dressage Test (Prelim or above).

· HRC Preliminary Tests 

These tests are for those moving up from the beginner tests. Some of these tests are easier than others and we try to alter the level of difficulty from show to show. All tests can be purchased from the British Dressage (BD) website.

RULE: Open to all (unless stated)

·  Novice Tests 

RULE: Open to all.

There are very strict rules about what you can and can’t use in dressage tests, comprehensive rules can be found on the BD website but generally they are:

1. no martingales

2. no boots

3. snaffles only

4. flash, drop and cavesson nosebands are permissible

Dressage Entries close on the WEDNESDAY before the show.

All dressage tests must be booked and paid for in advance and all times are allocated on a random basis. We are sorry that we might not be able to accommodate special requests for times.

·  No refunds after the closing date unless accompanied by vet certificate

·  Correct dress code must be adhered to - gloves are compulsory

Showing Rules
· The judge's decision is final

· Lead rein competitors must not have reached their 8th birthday on 1st January 2011
· Junior competitors must not have reached their 16th birthday on 1st January 2011
· Senior competitors must be 16 years of age or over on 1st January 2011
· Working hunter/pony competitors may wear martingales and brushing boots for the jumping phase but must remove these items for the showing phase if invited back into the arena

· Competitors entering both classes 2' and 2'6 may enter the latter class Hors concors (HC) for the jumping phase only

· If there are a large number of entries the judge reserves the right to split the class

· If there are too few entries the judge reserves the right to amalgamate the classes

Gymkhana Rules
· The judge's decision is final

· Arms must be covered in gymkhana arena

· No whips, spurs or use of the rope as a whip allowed

· The pony and runner must be nominated for the day and to last all day

· If there are insufficient entries, the judge has the right to merge classes

The above specific rules are in addition to the General rules and regulations of Hartshill Riding Club
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
